This book is a directory of the interfaces provided by the NetView™ program for
use by customers in writing NetView applications.

You should read this document if you are:

¢ An application programmer or systems programmer who writes programs that
will invoke the services or functions provided by the NetView program

¢ A systems programmer who may wish to utilize user exits, or other interfaces,
provided by the NetView program to allow the customer to extend or modify the
NetView program. ~

This book is a directory to other documents, or sections of documents, that contain
the detailed descriptions of programming interfaces. It identifies and specifies lim-
itations on the use of certain “product sensitive” interfaces, which are dependent
on the detailed design and implementation of the NetView program. In addition,
this publication specifies data sets that are created by the NetView program and
are intended to be accessed by customer programs. It also specifies which macros
and control blocks distributed with the product are intended to be used as, or as
part of, a programming interface.

This book provides a directory of all programming interfaces provided by the
NetView program for use by customers. No information other than that identified in
this directory should be construed as defining a programming interface.

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Chapter 2. Product-Sensitive Programming Interfaces

This chapter lists the publications that describe “product sensitive” interfaces pro-
vided by the NetView program. The specific sections that describe “product sensi-
tive” interfaces are identified within the publications themselves. Installation exits
and other “product sensitive” interfaces are provided to aliow the customer to
perform tasks such as product tailoring, monitoring, modification, or diagnosis.
These tasks are dependent on the detailed design or implementation of the
NetView program. Because of their dependencies on detailed design and imple-
mentation, it is to be expected that programs written to such interfaces may need
to be changed in order to run with new NetView releases or versions, or as a result
of maintenance. Such interfaces should be used only for their specialized pur-
poses.

This book describes the ways system programmers can tailor the NetView program

to satisfy unique requirements or operating procedures. It provides instructions for
designing, writing, and installing user-written programs in Assembler language.
